Absentee ballots can be dropped off at City Hall, or if you 
are a registered voter, you can vote 
absentee at the City if you are not 
able to vote during early voting or on 
Primary Election Day. 
 

Centerville City is participating in the 
Election Day Voter Registration Pi-
lot Project to test the feasibility of 
same day voter registration (HB 156-
2014 & HB 219-2015).  If a voter is 
not registered on Election Day or 
during the early voting period, but is 
otherwise legally entitled to vote, the 
voter can fill out a provisional ballot 
which will be counted with the ab-
sentee ballots at the canvass (UCA 
20A-4-108).
